
WHAT TO LOOK AT TO CREATE THE DESCRIPTION OF THE RELATIONSHIP YOU TRULY WANT

An “awesome”, “accomplished” woman who is very good looking presents quite a challenge for a man.  If he has to keep up with you and/or have a hard time pleasing you (i.e. think he would have to be some kind of hero, suave fellow, movie star type, take you around the world, boating, living the glamorous life, etc.) then that will cut down on the odds of finding the actual relationship you would want.  Being really specific about who he is to be and what he is to do is necessary, but much of it should include “I don’t expect him to be [do]…”  (super-lover, though he must be sensitive and caring; not have to be a person who pays for all the trips [if that is true] and is the big macho [cardboard image] fellow; or whatever would let him off the hook as to what he may think a “super woman” like you might theoretically require).  

I wonder if the fellow could just be someone who gets along reasonably well with others (and might not be the top socially among the “beautiful  people” society), might not be a hero but would be sensitive (such that he liked the Church of The Kumbaya) and caring and aware and a true companion, an equal.

If you totally look at what is actually needed in your relationship and de-importantize certain items, you will end up focusing on what really matters  - things like having a sensitive, loving husband (who may not be the “hero” type, but who may be your best companion; who might not be the ideal “social” partner, but who is accepting, flexible, aware and who is able to maintain a relationship and be a partner in making sure the relationship works…

What would you eliminate from the requirements, as far as ones that really don’t matter?  
What would you add that you might have been reluctant to “require” – like his being such that you don’t have to pick up after him or do the other things that an “equal” would not do for another? 

Who will you be in the relationship, relative to what would keep the relationship working well?

Some items from “Loving/BeingLoved” section:  If you are willing to be this way, especially without barriers (such as withdrawal or distancing in any way), you would keep any fellow forever.  The actual Loving Woman who wrote the brief (second) article below would be a woman to model , as she keeps her partner totally happy and blissed out by proactively making sure he is loved in the way that truly communicates to a man, where he could not possibly find another woman even close to her in the area that is most important.  So, one question is who are you willing to be and what are you willing to do to make the relationship a magnificent, easy, and workable relationship?

Self-description:  (A description like this partial one would be posted on a [inexpensive] website of your own, so that you could refer the person readily to it.)
